Key Stage 2 Autumn Curriculum

September 2010 – December 2010
Literacy
After a very successful implementation last year we are continuing to use Read Write Inc. across the school. Read Write Inc. is an inclusive literacy programme for all children. It can be used for children who are learning to read; children who have learning difficulties and children who need a small boost in their reading in order to achieve in line with their peers. Children will learn how to recognise different sounds in words and the letters that make those sounds. They will then apply this in their reading and writing.  We hope you will support your child as they work through the Read Write Inc. programme. 
Year 3
The Children will be learning joined up writing this term, some extra practise may be needed at home. Our topics will include story setting, report writing and information texts.  Much of our work will be linked to our class novel, The Hedgehog. The children will follow a spelling programme from the Read Write Inc. scheme of work.  
Year 4 
Children will study both fiction and non- fiction. Fiction: Historical stories and novels, play scripts, poems based on common themes. Non-Fiction: Features of reports, newspapers and magazines articles and instructions. 

Year 5 

In our fiction work we will be learning how to write short stories in the style of a famous author, and we will be writing myths and legends. In our non-fiction work we will be looking at reports and instructions. We will also be reading and analysing a selection of poetry.
Year 6 

The emphasis will be on Journalistic writing, persuasion, fiction genres and poetry. 

Numeracy

Year 3 
The children need to be fluent in their 2, 3, 5, and 10 times tables. Therefore please practise at home. Children also need to be able to recall associated division facts for example 15 ÷ 3= 5. In addition children will be reading scales, finding totals with money and working out change. They will also be working on time and measurement. Children will study place value, addition & subtraction, multiplication and division. 
Year 4

Children will study place value, addition and subtraction, reasoning about shape, length, perimeter, multiplication and division, money, fractions, decimals and data handling. 
Year 5 

Children will be solving calculations using addition, subtraction, multiplication and division; they will develop a variety of written and mental methods for all of these operations. They will learn how to solve real-life problems involving decimals, fractions and percentages. Children will develop their understanding of shapes and measures, and will begin to look at complex ways to interpret and analyse data.
Year 6

Will be studying place value numbers to 1,000,000, x, –, fractions, decimals. Place value, 

x and ÷, and problem solving. Counting, partitioning and calculating. Securing number facts, understanding shape, handling data, measure and using and applying mathematics.
Homework

To support both of these subjects homework will be set.  We would appreciate it if you could support your child with their tasks. 

PE Lessons

PE lessons, including swimming lessons are part of the National Curriculum in school.  Please make sure that your child has a suitable PE Kit in school. School P.E. shorts and t-shirts can be purchased for our school uniform supplier.  Please provide your child with a P.E. kit on a Monday that can stay in school all week. All P.E items should be marked clearly with your child’s name for identification purposes. Trainers are required for outdoor P.E. If your child is unable to participate in PE lessons due to medical reasons, please give your child a note for their class teacher. Please note that we encourage children who wish to have their ears pierced to have them done at the start of the summer holidays. This is because children wearing ear rings cannot take an active physical part in PE lessons.
