Key Stage 2 - Spring Curriculum 2011
Literacy

Year 3 –This term most of our work our work in English will be centred around myths, legends, parables and traditional tales. Please read stories to your children, it is most important that children are encouraged to enjoy reading. 

Year 4 – Children will be researching Information texts, making notes and writing non-chronological reports and explanations. They will learn about different forms of poetry and write a poem based on their class book, ‘Grandpa Chatterji’. They will study stories from other cultures and then produce their own. 

Year 5 – The children will work on Myths and legends and we will be reading a new novel called ‘The snow Spider’. Children will be learning how to write explanations and reports which will link to our science, geography and art topics. We will also read and perform some narrative poems.
Year 6 – This term Year 6 will begin a revision programme in preparation for the SATs tests, which the children will be taking in May. We will revise all of the different styles of text, which the children have explored in previous year groups.

Numeracy

Year 3 – The children will continue to develop addition, subtraction, division and multiplication skills. We will be learning about measure, time, the properties of shapes and solving word problems. Please continue to practise their tables and number bonds. The children need to be able to quickly provide answers to mental maths questions such as 4 x 5 = and 17 + 3 =. 
Year 4 – The children will practise written methods for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. They will also develop numeracy skills in measure (time, mass and area), calculations, problem solving, direction and angles, fractions, decimals and data handling.  

Year 5 – This term we will be looking at multiplication and division, word problems, place value, money and real life problems, fractions, decimals, percentages and 3D shapes.
Year 6 – We will be revising all the main topics covered in previous years, including place value, multiplication and division, problem solving, fractions, decimal and percentages, handling data, using a calculator, shape and space, measures and money. Using and applying mathematics.
Homework

To support both of these subjects homework will be set.  We would appreciate your support and encouragement, to enable your child to complete their tasks and return their work on time.

PE Lessons

PE lessons are part of the National Curriculum in school.  Please make sure that your child has a suitable PE kit in school on the days in which your child has PE.  It is preferable if the kit is brought in on Monday and stays in school all week. If your child is unable to participate in PE lessons, due to medical reasons, please give your child a note.
