Key Stage 1 - Spring Curriculum 2011
Literacy

Early Years – Our topic is favourite stories, so we will look at Traditional and more recent favourites. Rhymes linked to stories will be enjoyed and the children will learn to continue a rhyming pattern. Handwriting and reading skills will be developed through group, individual work and the RWI programme.  

Year 1 – The children will be using Read Write Inc programme which combines phonics, reading and writing. The children will enjoy a range of poetry including traditional rhymes and poems with predictable and patterned language. We will also look at simple dictionaries and non – fiction books. Children will identify, read and spell initial, medial and final letter sounds in simple words and read and spell high frequency letters and use them in their writing.

Year 2 – In literacy the children will be learning to read and write traditional tales, stories from other cultures, dictionaries, glossaries and explanations. They will be learning to describe characters and settings and write in the past tense. They will learn to use speech marks and commas in lists. They will learn to read and spell high frequency words and words with long vowel sounds. 

Numeracy

Early Years – The children will continue developing counting skills and number recognition. We will make sets for numbers and cover simple addition and subtraction. The children will work with 2d and 3d shapes and money and will make comparisons and measure in their plan. Most work continues to be in a practical context. 

Year 1 – The children will learn addition doubles up to 10 and recall pairs of numbers, which total 10. The children will count on and back in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s and begin to recognise even numbers. Children will solve money problems, e.g. find totals and give change. Children will describe features of familiar 2d and 3d shapes and use data handling skills to make simple tables. Children will solve simple mathematical problems involving money, mass and time.

Year 2 – In numeracy the children will be learning to read, write and order numbers up to and beyond 100. They will learn the 2, 5 and 10 x tables and pairs of numbers that equal 20. They will be learning strategies for adding and subtracting 2 digit numbers and children will be introduced to the concept of division. The children will learn to find symmetry in shapes and letters and to organise and interpret information in tables, graphs and charts.

Homework

To support both of these subjects homework will be set.  We would appreciate your support and encouragement, to enable your child to complete their tasks and return their work on time.

PE Lessons

PE lessons are part of the National Curriculum in school.  Please make sure that your child has a suitable PE Kit in school on the days in which your child has PE.  It is preferable if the kit is brought in on Monday and stays in school all week. If your child is unable to participate in PE lessons, due to medical reasons, please give your child a note.
