Key Stage 1 Summer Curriculum 2011 

Literacy

Reception –The children will write for a variety of purposes, making books, captions and lists. They will form letters correctly, blend letters to make words and write sentences. The children will read books and poems, about mini-beasts, our world and the seaside. They will continue to learn key words.
Year 1 –The children will be using Read Write Inc programme which combines phonics, reading and writing. The class book is, ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’. The children will learn to sequence and re order the story. They will produce their own books. Children will enjoy a range of poetry including rhymes from different cultures. The children will continue to examine capital letters and full stops and use them in their writing. They will learn multiple spelling patterns from long vowel sounds.

Year 2 – This terms book project is “The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch.” The children will study reading and writing and extended stories by significant children’s authors. The children will also study nonsense poems and reading and writing of non- chronological reports. 
Numeracy

Reception - The children will count, order and write numbers up to 10 and beyond. They will make sets using seeds, mini beasts and seaside items and use simple addition and subtraction. They will count in 10’s and 2’s, use money in our shop and look at basic time on the clock. 
Year 1 – Children will learn to count in 2’s and 3’s and identify odd and even numbers. The children will compare 2 numbers and work out the difference between them. They will solve money problems, e.g. find totals and give change. They will choose the appropriate number operation and mental strategy to solve problems. The children will use different 2D shapes to describe and continue repeating patterns. They will solve simple problems involving capacity, mass and time.

Year 2 – Reading, writing and ordering numbers to 1000. The children will work on addition, subtraction, division and multiplication strategies. Solving real life problems which involve money and measuring. They will also study capacity and data handling. 

Homework

To support both of these subjects homework will be set.  We would appreciate your support and encouragement, to enable your child to complete their tasks and return their work on time.

PE Lessons

PE lessons are part of the National Curriculum in school.  Please make sure that your child has a suitable PE kit.  It is preferable if the kit is brought in on Monday and stays in school all week. If your child is unable to participate in PE lessons, due to medical reasons, please give your child a note.
